Inpatient Geriatric Care

Goals and Objectives

Goal 1:  Develop and demonstrate expertise in hospital-based assessment 
and management of geriatric patients.  

• Obtain an accurate medical history through interview of patients and 
caregivers.

• Use observational skills in assessing patients.
• Use appropriate communication and interpersonal skills with interacting 

with older people.
• Demonstrate interview and observational techniques to assess cognitive 

and physical function during acute illness.
• Perform and record a complete physical examination.
• Order and interpret appropriate tests.
• Apply understanding of social and psychological aspects of aging in 

providing patient care.
• Apply medical evidence in clinical decision-making for individual patient 

care.
• Demonstrate ethically appropriate shared decision-making skills to 

balance the risks and benefits of treatments for older patients.

Goal 2:  Develop and demonstrate expertise in inter-disciplinary teamwork.

• Coordinate assessment and management of patients as part of an ACE 
Unit interdisciplinary health care team.

Goal 3:  Develop and demonstrate expertise in coordination of acute 
medical care for geriatric patients.

• Coordinate and communicate clinical care of geriatric patients when they 
are served by consulting physicians.

• Coordinate and communicate clinical care of geriatric patients who are 
served by health professionals in other disciplines.

• Coordinate and communicate geriatric medical care plans during 
transitions between health care settings Ð transitions into and discharges 
from acute care.
