Southern Regional AHEC

The Southern Regional AHEC, which has its primary affiliation with the Duke University
Medical Center, serves nine counties in south central North Carolina: Bladen, Cumberland,
Harnett, Hoke, Moore, Richmond, Robeson, Sampson, and Scotland.

SR AHEC and Duke work together to train family medicine residents, nurses, mental health
professionals, alied health personnel, physician assistants and other practicing health care
professionals. SR AHEC aso works with UNC-CH in the area of pharmacy, dentistry and public
health; ECU in socia work; Campbell University in pharmacy; and Wake Forest University
School of Medicine and Methodist College in placing physician assistant studentsin the region.

By providing community-based sites for health sciences academic education, SR AHEC
anticipates increasing student and medical resident interest in selecting an underserved areaas a
practice site. Providing continuing education and information services for nearly 10,000 health
professionals enhances the practice environment, promotes high quality clinical care, and
reduces professional isolation of the practitioner. SR AHEC faculty cooperate in program
planning to enhance curricula of both academic and continuing education.

The Southern Regional AHEC serves 16 hospitals, nine public health departments, 17 long-term
care centers, 12 rural health care facilities, 14 mental health centers and 150+ community-based
teaching sites.

Housing

Housing: Students doing rotations in the Southern Regional areawill, upon receipt and

approval of ahousing application, be provided no-cost housing throughout the Southern
Regional region. This housing contains rooms to be shared by no more than two students.
Kitchens are fully equipped. No children or pets are alowed and all overnight guests must be
registered with the ORPCE office. (SR-AHEC Housing Application can be found outside DAHS
AHEC office.)
