[bookmark: _GoBack]Directions for using the Determination of Relevant Therapy Tool (DRTT)

Read the case study thoroughly
Separate the different pages of the DRTT, keep page 1(Summary Page) handy for data entry
Beginning with page 2 (OT/PT Service need) select the one score that most represents the student relative to that area.   Do this for each area listed on this page.  Then total the scores and enter the sum where it says “Total Therapy Needs Score”.
Move to page 3 (Educational Impact).  Make one selection in each category and enter the total score where it reads “Total Score for Impact”.
Move to page 4 (Service Frequency). Make one selection in each category and determine the frequency which best represents the student’s overall profile and needs.
Move to page 5 (OT / PT Supplementary Service Needs) Determine your perceived level of need (High = 2; Moderate = 1; Low = 0) for each section to support OT/PT service on behalf of the student. Make one selection (high, moderate, or low) which to the scorer represents the overall need for support with supplementary aids.  

Return to the summary page (page 1) 
Using the horizontal axis, select the range that matches the total from page 2.
Using the vertical axis, select the range that matches the total from page 3. 
The suggested minutes per session are recorded as the intersection of the OT/PT Needs total (Page 2/ horizontal axis) and the Educational Impact total (Page 3/ vertical axis).  The suggested time is stated in minutes per session of educationally relevant therapy service.  
The scorer determines the frequency (see OT / PT DRTT Page 4) and Supplementary Service Needs (page 5).
