Ms. Student received a Bachelor of Science degree in Biology from the University of (State) 
(US at C) at (City) with Highest Distinction.  She was inducted into Phi Beta Kappa her 
senior year.  Ms. Student was named as an Outstanding Senior, recognizing her achievements 
and service to the University and the community.  She was also inducted into US at C's 
Society of the Ivy Wall, recognizing students from all sectors of the University community 
who have demonstrated a commitment to their fellow students and to the ideal of unselfish 
service.  Ms. Student's service activities focused on the needs of children.  She wrote a 
successful grant for the development of a program for US at C students to volunteer helping 
children at the local homeless shelter, she tutored elementary and middle school students in a 
local subsidized housing development, and she coached youth soccer for children ages four 
to eight.  Having a special interest in child abuse prevention, Ms. Student volunteered at the 
Apex Child and Family Health Clinic and served as a leader in the US at C Child Abuse 
Prevention Program.  In addition, Ms. Student was a regular volunteer throughout college, 
preparing and serving meals at the homeless shelter.  During her college summers, Ms. 
Student worked as a camp counselor at a residential camp for children ages 6 to 16.  She 
traveled to Haiti and Mexico on medical and community service trips. 
 
As a medical student, Ms. Student continued her record of community service, focusing to a 
large extent on health education for children.  She taught elementary school students about 
the advantages of not smoking, middle school students about the prevention of AIDS and 
heart disease, and high school students about a variety of teen health issues.  She also taught 
a six-week English class for migrant workers in a rural farming community.  In addition, Ms. 
Student volunteered at three of our student-run clinics for indigent patients, one locally and 
two in rural eastern North Carolina.  Ms. Student completed our intermediate Medical 
Spanish course, is proficient in Spanish, and translated for Spanish-speaking patients at our 
local student-run free clinic.  Ms. Student has an interest in international health and 
participated in our International Health Forum, traveled to Costa Rica with a team of 
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community volunteers, and helped to collect and pack unused medical supplies for shipment 
to third-world countries. During the summer following her first year, Ms. Student worked 
with a family practitioner in rural North Carolina.  
 
For her outstanding work in third-year clinical clerkships, Ms. Student was rewarded with a 
grade of Honors for the year, which is given to the top 25 percent of the class.  Her excellent 
cumulative record led to her election to Alpha Omega Alpha Honor Medical Society during 
her fourth year.  Ms. Student received the John Doe Scholarships based on her academic 
achievement, commitment to children, Spanish language skills, and interest in international 
health.
