SAMPLE 3
High School 


Actual PLAAFP: 
GIRL is ambulating independently on flat, uncluttered surfaces using Lofstrand crutches (up to 75’); she requires a seated rest after walking 100’.  Without her crutches, she is able to walk 2-3 feet, but is unable to maintain adequate trunk control or balance reactions.  She has difficulty avoiding obstacles (including other people) when walking within/around her school and work site; she falls once a week during school hours, on average.  GIRL fell 4 times at her work site in the last 9-week grading period.  GIRL walks very slowly to at school/work site secondary to low endurance and to accommodate for fall risk.  She requires assistance to carry items when ambulating, but often does not ask for help, especially at her work site.  Instead, she attempts to hang items from her crutches or carry them in her backpack.  GIRL has not complied with procedures for reporting her falls at the work site, and demonstrates difficulty speaking to unfamiliar people in that environment.  

Suggested PLAAF:

GIRL is working at Krispy Kreme as a box folder/sealer as part of her OCS curriculum.  Her seated work station is 250’ from the bus stop and includes 3 terrain/surface changes and 2 steps.  GIRL walks very slowly to at school/work site secondary to low endurance and to accommodate for fall risk.  Her Krispy Kreme supervisors report GIRL is late 2 of 3 assigned work days.  GIRL can ambulate independently on flat, uncluttered surfaces using Lofstrand crutches (up to 75’); she requires a seated rest after walking 100’.  Without her crutches, she is able to walk 2-3 feet.  She has difficulty avoiding obstacles (including other people); GIRL fell 4 times at her work site in the last 9-week grading period.  The unfolded donut boxes are kept in a room adjacent to GIRL’s workstation; while she requires assistance to carry items when ambulating, she does not ask for help to get the boxes.  GIRL has not complied with procedures for reporting her falls at the work site, and demonstrates difficulty speaking to unfamiliar people in that environment.
