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Applicants for a postdoctoral traineeship should complete all items in cooperation with the proposed research advisor.  Please note that all applicants must be either citizens or permanent residents of the United States, and that mentors for this program must have the University of North Carolina as their primary employer. 
1. Curriculum vitae

Include educational and scientific employment activities, publications, and presentations at scientific meetings, and other information. If the applicant has had prior post-doctoral experience, list whether there was previous NIH training grant or NRSA support. 

2. Anticipated starting date

(This can be negotiated, but should reflect the applicant’s belief about his/her availability.)

3. Brief Career Statement

Statements of (a) your interest in toxicology if your graduate major is not in toxicology or very closely related to toxicology, (b) aims of the postdoctoral traineeship, and (c) future career goals
4. Transcript(s) of courses for doctoral or other graduate degrees

5. Letters of recommendation from three preferred referees who are familiar with your work

6. Letter of support from potential research advisor(s) at UNC

The letter should show agreement that he/she: a) will serve as research mentor; b) will provide advice and consultation; and c) will provide laboratory space and necessary supplies. The letter should also d) summarize how the proposed research will assist the candidate’s career development; e) advance research in environmentally-relevant areas;  and f) highlight the benefits to  the host laboratory. 
7. Description of the candidate’s proposed research

This can be developed jointly by the applicant and tentative mentor and should be no more than two single-spaced pages. It should provide: a) a brief background of the research area; b) the specific aims of the first year of work (including the general approaches to be used without extensive experimental detail); and c) the environmental significance of the work.
8. Description of the candidate’s ancillary training activities

Summarize any coursework or other didactic training that may be part of your traineeship plans. This section should include statements that the applicant will participate in both the Curriculum in Toxicology Seminar series and in relevant activities related to the Responsible Conduct of Research. 
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
